3. Main contents of the job

1 To assist JET participants needing help and advice after work hours.

2 To ensure confidentiality and privacy of JETs are maintained.

3 To keep regular contact with the Prefectural Advisors and provide advice and opinions on how to improve JET counseling.

4 To attend the Prefectural-run ASL meeting and discuss the situation in your area.

5 To provide new JET participants with guidance such as local information, and promote friendship among JET participants.

4. Period of ASL term begins August 2008 and lasts for the period of one year.

5. Applications

Fill in the enclosed application form and send it to the Fukushima Prefecture International Relations Group (through your supervisor) by May 1.
6. Area Support Leaders will be chosen and official letters sent out by the end of May.

7. Duties of the ASL will be conducted outside of office hours. (So as not to interrupt official schoolwork).

8. Expenses

The prefecture cannot pay for any expenses encountered whilst counseling a JET participant. Your travel expenses for the ASL meeting will be covered by the Prefectural Office.
