Dear Fukushima JET Participants

As you know, as part of Fukushima’s Support System, the prefecture is divided into seven blocks, with each block containing an Area Support Leader (ASL). Due to the earthquake, ensuing tsunami and disaster at the Daichi nuclear power plant last year, some areas of the Soso region remain either evacuated or unliveable. Despite this we will still have a representative from the Soso region and we are now calling for applicants for each of the seven regions for this upcoming year (beginning APRIL).

The following is a list of terms and agreements for applying to be an ASL; we are looking for positive outgoing and organised individuals that have an interest in the smooth running of the JET Programme.
1. To apply you must be recontracting for the 2012-2013 JET Programme.

2. One applicant will be chosen for each of the seven blocks, (a total of seven ASLs)

3. Main contents of the job
1 To act as a Fukushima Orientation Assistant during the Fukushima Orientation (New requirement)

2 To assist JET participants needing help and advice after work hours.

（To ensure confidentiality and privacy of JETs are maintained.）
3 To keep regular contact with the Prefectural Advisors (Very important) and provide advice and opinions on how to improve JET counselling.

4 To attend the Prefectural-run ASL meeting in February 2012, and discuss the situation in your area.

5 To provide new JET participants with guidance such as local information, and promote friendship among JET participants.

6 Some things to consider including in your application form are whether you have been involved with the Jet community, if you have had any formal counselling training and any ideas you may have for the future. This is in addition to the reasons for wanting to be an ASL.
4. Period of ASL term begins April 2012 and lasts until March the following year.
5. Applications

Fill in the enclosed application form and send it to the Fukushima Prefecture International Affairs Division (through your supervisor) by February 14th .
6. Area Support Leaders will be chosen and official letters sent out by the start of March.

7. Duties of the ASL will be conducted outside of office hours. (So as not to interrupt official schoolwork).

8. Expenses

The prefecture cannot pay for any expenses encountered whilst counselling a JET participant. Your travel expenses for the ASL meeting will be covered by the Prefectural Office.
